
Avoid Check-Out Charges! 
How to Clean Your Apartment for Closing Checkouts 

As you leave your apartment community (The Crossing, Foster Knox, Todd, or Nickerson), apartment staff will check your 
apartment for damages and cleanliness. Your apartment MUST be clean. 



Sinks/Faucets/  
Aerators 

Sink should be cleaned out and free of any hair, soap scum or mold. Faucet, knobs and 
other fixtures should be wiped down and free of any stains.  

Provided Furniture 
 
 
Beds (if applicable) 

Couches, mattresses, and all provided furniture should be wiped down, vacuumed (if 
applicable), and free of any debris and stains. 
 
Foster-Knox/Nickerson bedrooms & Central Village furnished apartments:  Bed frames 
height should be set from 7 notches down from the top of the end frames. 
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Shower/ Bathtub 
Area 

Bathtubs should be completely drained and dried out. Bathtub floor, walls and ledges 
should all be cleaned and be completely free of hair, soap scum, mold and other stains. 
Shower walls should be wiped down and clear of any dirt, dust or stains. Soap dish 
should be wiped out and have no leftover soap or soap scum in it. All faucets, knobs 
and other fixtures should be wiped down and free of any stains. Do not leave your 
shower curtain or curtain rings—take them with you. 

Toilet Toilet bowl should be cleaned and free of 
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
